Two $500 
scholarships are awarded annually upon the recommendation of NDEA’s Ethnic Minority 
Affairs Ambassadors -- one to a University education student; one to a Tribal College 
education student. 

HISTORY 

1. The applicant must be: 

CRITERIA 

• A minority undergraduate student in good standing. 
• Enrolled in a North Dakota institution of higher education. 
• Enrolled in a teacher preparation program. 

2. Only two recipients will be named each year -- one from a University and one from a Tribal 
College. 

3. The award will be forwarded to the institution of higher education in which the recipient is 
enrolled to defer usual and customary expenses for the semester following the award.   

Applications Must Be Received at the NDEA Office by March 1.
